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KLANG: Dengue continues to be on high alert in Selangor with all the local
councils raising the matter at their respective monthly full board meeting. "We
are taking stricter action now because previously when notices were issued,
residents did not seem to take them seriously so we are now issuing
compounds on the spot,” MPK deputy president Samsul Kamal said. He added
